On April 4, 2017 Kansas City voters passed a 1/8th cent sales tax fo
fund economic development projects in the Central City. The area is
bounded by 9th Street on the north; Gregory Boulevard on the south;
The Paseo on the west; and Indiana on the east. Authorized for a
period of 10 years, the sales tax was the result of a citizen led initiative
campaign including stakeholders, non-profits, and local advocacy
groups.

Market Value Analysis - The Market Value Analysis (MVA) utilizes local data sources to create a model that assesses residential market
value ona block by block basis. Reinvestment Fund, a community development financial institution in Philadelphia, developed

the MVA methodology to guide their community development investment. Reinvestment Fund has done MVAs in

multiple peer cities, which use the resulting tool fo target programs and interventions for maximum impact. More

Area Plans - Provide both proactive strategies and reactive guidelines. These plans are used by the City and the Community alike and
become an element of the City’s Comprehensive Plan. Area plans are guided by a range of Citywide planning documents including
the FOCUS Kansas City Plan (the City's comprehensive plan), the Trails KC Plan, and others. The area plan applies the broad citywide
policies from these documents to a smaller area of the city, typically at a greater level of detail. To find and view current area plans
